4) Saturday Round Dance block"Fun with Franta" with Franta( erm‡k, very popular Czech
cuer, known for a lot of his own interesting and dynamic choreographies.
5) An "ABC Records" block. The caller duo Ji$’ "Slam‡k" Slab&and Jirka'%ob‡k have been
running the ABC Records since 1998. They will surely presenttheir best on Saturday.
6) An Open Air Dance in the historical center of Bratislava on Sunday, 10 a.m.
thru 1 p.m. As the city square is "our largest hall", theGrand March will also take place there,
attended by the public as well as the press. The center of Bratislava has experienced many Open Air
Dances, and we cannot but recommend them. Be sure to come!

7) Apart from proper Square Dance attire, you maydance in national costumes at the
Saturday night dance.
8) A sightseeing tour will be organized in Bratislava, starting in the (late) morning on Friday (the
cost of the guide will be announced later).

How to reach us:

By car:
If coming along the D2/E65 highway
from Praha/Brno, take the exit "Lama%"
just before entering Bratislava. From other
directions, take the route to Brno (CZ) and
after passing through the Bratislava city,
take the exit "Lama%" from D2/E65
highway. From there, follow the
directions to Dev’nska Nov‡ Ves and the
SD signs.

By train:
A train to Bratislava (direction Bratislava-
Hlavn‡ stanica) departs from the Wien-
SŸdbahnhof train station every two hours.
Immediately after crossing the state
border, the first station is Dev’nska Nov‡
Ves. Any bus will take you from there to
the dance palce in less than ten minutes.
For those who fly to Wien Ð there is a bus
going from the Schwechat airport directly
to the Wien-SŸdbahnhof train station.

By bus:
The local bus No. 21 starts at the Main
Bus Station in Bratislava, it stops 150
meters from the Main Train Station
(Hlavn‡ stanica), and then it goes to
Dev’nska Nov‡ Ves. It takes about 20
minutes to get there. The bus stop "Milana
Mare%ka" is within
3-minutes-walk from the dance place.
Follow the SD signs.
